1. Sometimes my father scares me. He can tackle something he knows nothing about, and nine times out of ten, it
will come out all right. It’s pure luck, of course, but try convincing him. “Frame of Mind,” he says. “Just believe you can
do a thing, and you’ll do it.” “Anything?” I asked. “Some day your luck will run out. Then see what good your Frame of
Mind will do,” I said.

2. Believe me, | am not just being a smart alec. It so happens that | have actually tried Frame of Mind myself. The
first time was the year | went all out to pass the civics final. | had to go all out, on account of | had not cracked a book all
year. | really crammed, and all the time | was cramming | was concentrating on Frame of Mind. Just believe you can do a
thing — sure. I made the lowest score in the history of Franklin High. “Thirty-three percent,” I said, showing my father the
report card. “There’s your Frame of Mind for you.” He put it on the table without looking at it. “You have to reach a
certain age and understanding,” he explained. “That’s the key to Frame of Mind.” “Yeah? What does a guy do in the
meantime?” “Maybe you should study. Some kids learn a lot that way.”

3. That was my first experience with Frame of Mind. My latest one was for a promotion at the Austin Clothing
Store. Jim Watson had a slightly better sales record and was more knowledgeable and skillful. Me, | had Frame of Mind.
Jim Watson got the job. Did this convince my father? It did not. To convince him, some-thing had to happen. To him, |
mean. Something did happen, too, at the Austin Clothing Store. My father works there, too. What happened was that Mr



Austin paid good money for a clever Easter window display. It’s all set up and we’re about to draw the curtain when we
discover the display lights won’t work. I can see Mr Austin growing pale. He is thinking of the customers that could go
right by his store in the time it will take him to get hold of an electrician.

4. This is when my father comes on the scene. “Is something the matter?” he says. “Oh, hello, Louis,” Mr Austin
says. He calls my father “Louis.” Me, Joe Conklin — one of his best salesmen — he hardly knows. My fa-ther, a stock clerk,
he calls “Louis.” Life isn’t always fair. “These darned lights won’t work.” “H’mm, I see,” my father says. “Maybe I can be
of service.” From inside his pocket comes a screwdriver. Mr Austin looks at him. “Can you help us, Louis?” “No, he
cannot,” I volunteer. “You think he’s Thomas Edison?” I don’t intend to say that. It just slips out. “Young man, I was
addressing your father,” Mr Austin says, giving me a cold hard look. My father touches something with his screwdriver
and the display lights go on.

5. What happened next was that the big safe in Mr Austin’s office got jammed shut with all our paychecks in it.
From nowhere comes my father. “Is something the matter?” he says. “The safe, Louis,” Mr Aus-tin is saying. “It won’t
open, I was going to send for you.” “H’mm, I see,” my father says. “Can you help us, Louis?” Mr Austin inquires. I start to
say he cannot, but I stop myself. If my father wants to be a clown, that’s his business. “What is the combination of this
safe?” my father says. Mr Austin whispers the combination in my fa-ther’s ear. Armed with the combination, he starts
twirling the knob. I can’t believe it: grown men and women standing hypnotized, expecting that safe door to open. And
while they stand there, the safe door opens.

6. “Go ahead, say it was luck, my opening the safe today,” my father says. “OK,” I reply. Then I tell him what I saw
in the faces of those people in Mr Austin’s office: confidence and trust and respect. “The key to Frame of Mind is you have
to use it to give support to those who need it when there’s no one else to save the sit-uation. Otherwise it will not work.”

The smallest independent country in the world, with an area of 44 hectares, Vatican City was established in 1929
under terms of the Lateran Treaty, concluded by the Italian government and the papacy after many years of controversy.
Vatican City is situated on Vatican Hill in northwestern Rome, 1 . It is surrounded by medieval and
Renaissance walls and has six gates.

Many of the most renowned artists and architects of the Italian Renaissance were authorized by popes to work on
the Vatican’s buildings. The most imposing and important among them is Saint Peter’s Basilica. Built for the most part
between the 15th and 17th centuries, 2 , including Michelangelo, it is the world center of Roman Catholic
worship. In front of the basilica is the great Piazza San Pietro (Saint Peter’s Square).

The other major building is the Palace of the Vatican, also known as the Papal Palace. It is a complex of buildings
3 and houses the papal apartments, the government offices of the Roman Catholic church, several chapels and
museums, and a library. The most famous portions of the palace are the Sistine Chapel, with its great ceiling frescoes
painted by Michelangelo; and papal apartments with frescoes painted by the Italian artist Raphael.

The Vatican’s museums are outstanding and include the Gregorian Museum of Egyptian Art; the Grego-rian
Museum of Etruscan Art; the Pio Clementino Museum, with a superlative collection of antiquities; and the Vatican
Pinacoteca, with representative works by Italian masters. The Vatican Library has a priceless collection of ancient

manuscripts 4 . Also within the Vatican’s walls are the Government Palace and the Vat-ican Gardens.
Vatican City is governed by the pope, 5 . Swiss Guards maintain internal security and pro-tection of
the pope.

Business ethics

1. Business ethics is the application of moral standards to business situations. Business ethics has become a matter
of public concern. All business people face ethical issues daily, and they stem from a variety of sources. Fairness and
honesty in business are two important ethical concerns. Besides obeying all laws and regulations, business people should
refrain from deceiving, misrepresenting or intimidating others.

2. A business person may be tempted to place his or her personal welfare above the welfare of the organization.
Relationships with customers and coworkers often create ethical problems- since confidential information should be secret
and all obligations should be honored. Unethical behavior in these areas includes not meeting one’s obligations in a mutual
agreement, and pressuring others to behave unethically.

3. Conflict of interests results when a business person takes advantage of a situation for his or her own personal
interest rather than for the employer’s or organization’s interest. Such conflict may occur when payments and gifts make
their way into business deals. A wise rule to remember is that anything given to a person that might unfairly influence that
person’s business decision is a bribe and all bribes are unethical. Business communications, especially advertising, can
present ethical questions. False and misleading advertising is illegal and unethical, and it can infuriate customers. Sponsors
of advertisement aimed at children must be especially careful to avoid misleading messages. Advertisers of health-related
products must also take precautions against deception.

4. Business ethics involves relationships between firm and its investors, customers, employees, creditors and
competitors. Each group has specific concerns and each experts some type of pressure on management. It is relatively easy
for management to respond in an ethical manner when business is good and profit is high. However, concern for ethics can
dwindle under the pressure of low or declining profit. In such circumstances, ethical behavior may be compromised.

5. Three general sets of factors influence the ethics of decision making. First, an individual’s values, attitudes,
experiences and knowledge influence decision making. Second, the absence of an employer’s official code of ethics may
indirectly encourage unethical decisions. Third, the behaviors and values of others affect the ethics of a person. There are
some difference between business ethics and etiquette.

1. Materials are solid substances of which manufactured products are made. A variety of materials are used in
different products. Basic types of materials range from wood, which has been used for thousands of years, to composite
materials, which are still under development. Materials belong to two groups: natural materials and extracted materials.
Natural materials, which include stone, wood, and wool, are used much as they occur in nature. Extracted materials, such
as plastics, alloys (metal mixtures), and ceramics, are created through the processing of various natural substances. Natural
materials generally are used as they are found, except for being cleaned, cut, or processed in a simple way that does not use
much energy.

2. Natural materials include stone and biological materials. Certain types of rock are extremely strong and hard,
and are therefore used as building stone. There are two types of building stone—crushed stone and dimension stone.
Biological materials are substances that develop as part of a plant or animal. Common plant materials include wood and
various fibers such as cotton. Animal materials include leather and fibers such as wool. Wood is a valuable biological
material because of its strength, toughness, and low density. These properties make wood an excellent material for
thousands of products, including houses, sailboats, furniture, baseball bats, and railroad ties.

3. Extracted materials are created through processes that expend a great deal of energy or alter the microstructure
of the substances used to make the materials. Extracted materials include ceramics, metals and their alloys, plastics, rubber,
composite materials, and semiconductors.

4. Ceramics include such everyday materials as brick, cement, glass, and porcelain. These materials are made
from mineral compounds called silicates, including clay, feldspar, silica, and talc. People have used such metals as copper,
gold, iron, and silver for thousands of years to make various practical and decorative objects. Today, metals are important
in all aspects of construction and manufacturing.

5. Plastics are synthetic materials made up primarily of long chains of molecules called polymers. There are two
basic types of plastics: thermosetting plastics (usual called thermosets) and thermoplastics. Rubber is made up of
elastomers, polymers that stretch easily to several times their length and then return to their original shape.

Staircases are powerful design elements and an opportunity for creative expression. They can be spiral
(twisting around a centre pole with steps radiating out of it), straight (they stretch from lower to upper level in
one straight run), circular (sweeping in a broad curve from one level to another) or they can have other shapes.
They can be wide or narrow, steep or gradual, return (dividing the run, reversing direction 180 degrees at a
landing) or ‘L’ stairs (making a 90 degree turn at a landing). Their design is influenced by their function and
their style varies according to how their parts are built and combined. Staircases are built according to rules that
are important for safety, indicating the heights of risers, depth and width of treads and placement of handrails.
The first measurement to take when building a staircase is the distance between the two finished floors. This
determines the height of the staircase. Its riser must not exceed 22 cm in residential buildings.

There’s a strong temptation to dive straight into home remodeling projects. The sooner you start, the sooner you’ll be
done, right? Unfortunately, it doesn’t work that way if you haven’t done some essential planning up front. Each design
professional and contractor runs his or her business in a different way, but homeowners usually need to follow the same
steps to get to the construction phase.

Here are six crucial steps to help you plan for a successful home renovation, and the reasons they're so important for
any project.

1. Choose a design professional. To create a plan and detailed scope of work, most homeowners hire either
an architect or interior designer, and sometimes both. Every company does things a little differently, and design licensing
varies in each state. Many designers work on projects that don’t involve major structural work or additions, and also offer
assistance with material and color selections. Architects may take on a wide range of work, or work only on floor plans and
permits, and leave the details of the electrical plan, baths and kitchen to another designer.

Selecting a design professional usually starts with an in-person meeting, which can take a few weeks depending on how
many companies you are interviewing. This is your opportunity to understand the services that each firm offers and make
sure they match up with what you are expecting. It’s also critical that you have a budget for your project in mind that you
communicate clearly to the firm you hire, so the design can align with what you are planning to invest.

Find an architect or designer near you

2. Create a plan. After choosing a design firm, it's time to start making a plan. There are usually at least two and

sometimes three good ways to reach your design goals.

The plans are called schematic designs; they usually involve a rough layout of the floor plan and some simple views of
the exterior of the home if there is an addition. It takes time for the design professional to work these out, and then usually
another week or two for the homeowners to consider them and make decisions. If the project is larger or the homeowners
want additional changes made to the schematics, this initial design phase can take several months.

3. Interview contractors. Contractors are frequently brought into the process once a final schematic design has been
selected. Usually there is at least a general idea of how the home will look from the outside, a dimensioned floor plan and
some preliminary material selections. With this much information, it’s possible to provide preliminary estimates of cost.

Contractors are often asked to estimate the schematic design as part of the interview process. It may take a couple of
weeks to set up the interviews and generally at least two to three weeks after interviews to receive the estimates. Altogether
it could take four to six weeks to interview candidates and receive estimates. After that you may want to call references,
visit jobsites or do additional research before making a decision about the contractor you will hire.

4. Go shopping while others are engineering. Love to shop or hate to shop? This may determine whether you enlist a
designer to help with your material selections. Even those who like to shop may be overwhelmed by all the options and
want professional input. Do not underestimate the number of things that need to be selected, from doorknobs and windows
to countertops and light fixtures. To really keep a handle on your project cost, it’s best to select every last thing ahead of
construction. This will allow your contractor to tell you the prices for what you’d like and properly schedule material
purchases based on lead times.

Allow yourself one to two months to choose everything. While you are shopping for tile and hardwood floors,
your architect or designer will finalize construction drawings, work with a structural engineer on how the project will be
built and put in the details required for permitting. If it all goes well, you will work on this step and the previous one
concurrently and finish at the same time.

Contractor Tips: How to Shop for Your Remodel

5. Get your permits. Depending on the scope of your project and where it’s located, permitting can take a day, months
or even years. You should have some idea ahead of filing for permits about the length of the process, which will allow you
to identify a likely start date for your project. Permit fees can range from a few hundred dollars to thousands of dollars,
depending on where you live and how big your project is.

6. Ready, set ... With the plan submitted for permits and material selections made, your contractor will be able to finish
up pricing and write up a contract for construction. If the selected materials cost more than the budget allows, there may be
a round of “value engineering,” which means changing scope of work or materials to reduce cost. By the time the contract
is signed, your contractor will have identified the longer-lead items (like cabinets, windows, doors, tile and sometimes
plumbing or electrical fixtures) and may even have them on order ahead of the start of construction, depending on the
timing of your project.

What to Look for in a Contractor's Contract

By the time all of these steps are complete, it may be four to six months or even more since you started talking with
design professionals.

The planning process can be lengthy, but each step you take will put you closer to starting your project with a clear
vision of what’s to come. That investment of time on the front end means your entire construction team — design
professional, contractor and you — can start the project on the same page with a clearly articulated plan. That makes it
much easier say, “Go!” without any hesitation.

Pierre: Well, you just need to mention that in your essay. Moreover, there were the times when radio was the only means of
media. It was at people's service before television.

Anna: How about newspapers? Weren't they already in use before radio appeared?

Pierre: Oh, sorry. You're right. Newspapers were delivered as early as in the 16th century. And, they were the only way to
inform people about current news.

Anna: Summing up, this is what we have. At first, people received newspapers to learn about current news in their
neighbourhood. Then, there were magazines on various topics, such as philosophy, art, geography, politics, etc. I've read
about it in one article. The earliest example of magazine appeared in the middle of the 17th century in Berlin.

Pierre: That's an interesting fact. You should include it in your essay as well. As for news announcements, | know that the



earliest examples appeared in the Roman Empire and in Ancient China. These news were carved in metal or stone and
placed in public places. The newspapers we receive today originated in Venice in the middle of the 16th century. At first
they were handwritten.

Anna: As | understand, newspapers and magazines remained the only source of information for several centuries, because
radio didn't come into use until the beginning of the 20th century. Guglielmo Marconi was the person who invented radio
signals. In fact, his invention has saved hundreds of people from dying on the sinking Titanic.

Pierre: We have lots of information for the essay now.

Anna: That's not all. We should also mention the appearance of TV and advertising.

Pierre: Well, as far as | know, the first black and white silent movies were introduced to people already at the beginning of
the 20th century. The first sound and color effects appeared in 1922. In the course of time there were other inventions,
connected with television. For example, video recorders, DVDs, cable television, etc.

Anna: Do you happen to know anything about advertising?

Pierre: Advertising is an old tool. Even in ancient cultures people found different ways to advertise their goods. I'd say
inscriptions on walls were the first advertisements. Speaking about modern avertising, it appeared first on radio, then on
TV. Radio advertisements were launched in 1920s, and TV commercials appeared in 1950s.

Anna: Oh, now that should be enough information. At the end we should write a couple of sentences about the Internet.
This tool has completely changed the nature of mass media.

Pierre: You're right. With the appearance of Internet, people don't turn to other media sources that often. Interet has
everything to offer: video, audio, radio, cable television, TV channels, electronic newspapers, magazines, advertisements.
It's the most powerful source of information nowadays.

Anna: Do you know its exact date of appearance or the name of a person who invented it?

Pierre: Many scientists have worked on the idea of global network invention in 1960s and 1970s, but it wasn't until 1990
that Internet have gained a recognizable form. It was Tim Berners-Lee, who invented the World Wide Web.

Anna: Ok, now we have all the necessary information about mass media and we can easily prepare the essay.

Pierre: I'm sure, we'll get good marks for this work.

Every person has his own idea of a perfect house.




Since the time immemorial people always wanted to make their dwelling a place, where one feels comfortable and
cosy, where one always wants to come back to.

The floor is covered with a fitted carpet, the
wallpaper is light and has a small pattern. There’s a seat and a small table near the wall and a huge mirror above it.

Then you enter the living-room. The bright full-length curtains are drawn back, and sunshine fills the room. The
living-room suite, consisting of a sideboard, a bookcase, a sofa, an elegant coffee table and three armchairs, is arranged
around three walls. There’s a video system near the window.

On the ground floor there’s also a kitchen and a bathroom. The kitchen is a very large room with a big window.
There is a gas cooker with a hood, two wall-cupboards and a sink unit there. Near the opposite wall there is a dishwasher, a
refrigerator and a table.

Let’s go upstairs and have a look at the bedroom. This is a very cosy and warm room. The bedroom suite consists of
a bed, two bedside tables and a wardrobe. The window overlooks the back yard. In my house there is also a terrace, a
garage and a garden and so many other things I’d like to have; at least, in my dream house.

Let me focus on some common mistakes during job interview.

First of all, if you are not prepared adequately for the interview beforehand, it shows you up as a disinterested and
unprofessional candidate. The best way to impress your interviewer is to demonstrate your interest and commitment by
referring to your company background research in both your interview answers and the questions you ask.

Secondly, hiring managers state that one of the most common job interview mistakes that candidates make is
dressing incorrectly. It is key to know the job interview dress code of the company where you are interviewing and to
select your interview clothes accordingly.

One of the worst job interview mistakes is to not be on time for the interview. The whole interview process is
compromised as you will have to work very hard to overcome creating an initial bad impression.

Collect all the necessary details beforehand to ensure that you arrive on time - directions, travel times, transport
options. Make a practice run if possible to ensure you know where you are going and how long it takes.

Moreover, being unable to clearly articulate responses to the questions you face is a candidate's worst nightmare.
Avoid this interview mistake by preparing and practicing your answers to typical interview questions beforehand.

This will ensure that you are ready with the information you are asked for and you are able to present it confidently
to the interviewer.

Sometimes candidates do not understand the question and instead of seeking clarification they answer with the
wrong information. Find out how to clarify interview questions that you are unsure of.

To sum up, it is necessary to prevent interview mistakes before they happen and practice before you go for your
interview.

A beam is a structural element that is capable of withstanding load primarily by resisting bending. The bending
force induced into the material of the beam as a result of the external loads and external reactions to these loads is called a
bending moment.

Beams generally carry vertical gravitational forces but can also be used to carry honzontal loads (i.e. loads due to an
earthquake or wind). The loads carried by a beam are transferred to columns, walls, or girders, which then transfer the
force to adjacent structural compression members.

Beams are characterized by their profile (the shape of their cross- section), their length, and their material. In
contemporary construction, beams are typically made of steel, reinforced concrete or wood. One of the most common types
of steel beam is the I- beam or wide-flange beam (also known as a universal beam or, for stouter sections, a universal
column). This is used in steel- frame buildings and bridges. Other common beam profiles are the C-channel.

Lintels (headers) are the horizontal members placed over window, door and other openings to loads to the adjoining
studs. Lintels are usually constructed of two pieces of lumber separated with spacers to the width of the studs and nailed
together to form a single unit. The preferable spacer material is rigid insulation.

Structural engineering has existed since humans first started to construct their own structures. It dates back to at least
2700 BC when the step pyramid for Pharaoh Djoser was built by Imhotep,
the first engineer m history known by name. Pyramids were the most common major structures built by ancient
civilizations because the structural form of a pyramid is inherently stable and can be almost infinitely scaled (as opposed to
most other structural forms which cannot be linearly increased in size in proportion to increased loads).

Throughout ancient and medieval history most architectural design and construction were earned out by artisans, such
as stone masons and carpenters, rising to the role of master builder. No theory of structures existed, and the understanding
of how structures stood up was extremely limited and based almost entirely on empirical evidence of “what had worked
before”. Knowledge was retained by guilds and seldom supplanted by advances.

Computer-AIDED Architectural Design

Computer-aided architectural design (CAAD) software programs are the repository of accurate and comprehensive
records of buildings and are used by architects and civil engineers.

The first program was installed in the 1960’s to help architects save time instead of drawing their blueprints.
Computer-aided design also known as CAD was originally the type of program that architects used, but since CAD
couldn’t offer all the tools that architects needed to complete a project, CAAD developed as a distinct class of software.

All CAD and CAAD systems employ a database with geometric and other properties of objects; they all have some
kind of graphic user interface to manipulate a visual representation rather than the database; and they are all more or less
concerned with assembling designs from standard and non-standard pieces. Currently, the main distinction which causes
one to speak of CAAD rather than CAD lies in the domain knowledge (architecture-specific objects, techniques, data, and
process support) embedded in the system. A CAAD system differs from other CAD systems in two respects

It has an explicit object database of building parts and construction knowledge.
It explicitly supports the creation of architectural objects.

In a more general sense, CAAD also refers to the use of any computational technique in the field of architectural
design. For example, software which is specifically developed for the computer animation industry (e.g. Maya and
3DStudio Max) is also used in architectural design.

CAAD has two types of structures m its program. The first system is surface structure which provides a graphics
medium to represent three dimensional objects using two dimensional representations The second system is deep structure
which means that the operations performed by the computer have natural limitations. Computer hardware and machine
languages that are supported by these make it easy to perform arithmetical operations quickly and accurately.

H3yuaroee yrenue.

Structural engineering is a field of engineering dealing with the analysis and design of structures that support or resist
loads. Structural engineering is usually considered a specialty within civil engineering, but it can also be studied in its own
right.

Structural engineers are most commonly involved in the design of buildings and large non building structures but they
can also be involved in the design of machinery, medical equipment, vehicles or any item where structural integrity affects
function or safety of the item. Structural engineers must ensure their designs satisfy given design criteria, predicated on
safety (e.g. structures must not collapse without due warning) or serviceability and performance).

It’s March, and I’'m in Valencia, Spain’s third largest city, with my new friend, Jose. It’s one o’clock in the
morning. All around us, fireworks are going off and the streets are full of noisy people. ‘Welcome to l.as Fallas.” Jose
smiles. ‘You’re going to see that Valencians really know how to put on a 5 good pany!” Seven hours later, I understood

what he meant.

Las Fallas, Valencia’s famous festival, takes place even' March and goes on for a week. It takes a whole year to
organise, and everybody joins in the preparations. The city is alive and buzzing all week, but, like all good parties, it is at
night when people really get down to some serious celebrating.

The tradition of Las Fallas began in the eighteenth century. At that time, craftsmen used wooden candelabra to light
up their workshops. To celebrate the end of winter, they burnt their candelabra on bonfires, and had a party, later they
made the candelabra into lifelike statues, and then dressed them up to look like well-known but unpopular local characters.

Nowadays the lifelike statues are made of cardboard. Some of them are over thirty metres high and are worth
200,000 euros, but they all go up in flames before the end of the festival.




I'he Valencians like their guests to enjoy themselves, but after only one hour’s sleep it’s difficult to keep up with
them. Nobody’s allowed to sleep 20 during Las Fallas! A brass band passes through the streets in the morning and wakes
everybody up.

For many of the locals, the highlight of the festival is the flower parade.

A procession of 200,000 girls and boys, wearing traditional dress, march into the city centre, bringing flowers to
decorate the statue of the Virgin Mary.

It is 7.00 on a cold winter morning and 40 people face each other across a breakfast table in a London hotel. After
some short speeches, the tables are suddenly a hive of activity as sets of business cards are passed around. After this, each
person stands up for exactly one minute. They talk about their businesses and what kind of contacts they are looking for
that week. John Harris is an insolvency specialist who is looking for any company with financial difficulties who could use
his services. Janet Moore runs a cake-making business and is looking for customers. After the speeches, the 40 people
stand up together and walk around the tables giving out pieces of paper. These are referral slips, providing the names and
details of potential customers or contacts. Janet Moore, for example, receives the names and contact numbers of several
relatives with birthdays that month.

This is a meeting of BNI or Business Network International. There are many ways for businesses to advertise, like
telemarketing or mailshots but the best form of promotion is word-of-mouth recommendation through networking. Of
course, networking can take place anywhere; at trade fairs and conferences or on the golf course, but the most efficient way
to network is to join an organization like this. This is because the only reason for these meetings is to make contacts. The
success rate of the referrals speaks for itself. According to the figures, over 75% of them turn into business.

BNI was originally founded by Dr. Ivan Misner in the US but it has now spread to many countries in Europe such as
Scandinavia, Germany and Spain and also to Australia. Its aim is to provide an environment in which business people can
get together and develop the personal relationships that lead to business. When new members join, they receive a card file
to hold all the new business cards, a badge and a lapel pin. With these, they also get a guidebook with instructions on ‘how

to be a good member’. Members also have access to a library of networking tips, all recorded on tapes. BNI’s motto is
givers gain that is if | give someone business, then they will want to give me business in return.

The foundations in residential and industrial buildings support considerably heavy loads. Floor loadings range from
450 to 1,500 kilograms per square metre, and the full range of foundation types is used for them Spread footings are used,
as are pile foundations, which are of two types, bearing and friction.

A bearing pile is a device to transmit the load of the building through a layer of soil too weak to take the load to a
stronger layer of soil some distance underground; the pile acts as a column to carry the load down to the bearing stratum.
Solid bearing piles were originally made of timber, which is rare today; more commonly they are made of precast concrete,
and sometimes steel H-piles are used. The pile length may be a maximum of about 60 metres but is usually much less. The
piles are put in place by driving them into the ground with large mechanical hammers. Hollow steel pipes are also driven,
and the interiors are excavated and filled with concrete to form bearing piles; sometimes the pipe is withdrawn as the
concrete is poured.

An alternative to the bearing pile is the caisson. A round hole is dug to a bearing stratum with a drilling machine
and temporarily supported by a steel cylindrical shell. The hole is then filled with concrete poured around a cage of
reinforcing bars; and the steel shell may or may not be left in place, depending on the surrounding soil. The diameter of
caissons varies from one to three metres. The friction pile of wood or concrete is driven into soft soil where there is no
harder stratum for bearing beneath the site. The building load is supported by the surface friction between the pile and the
soil.

When the soil is so soft that even friction piles will not support the building load, the final option is the use of a
floating foundation, making the building like a boat that obeys Archimedes’ principle — it is buoyed up by the weight of
the earth displaced in creating the foundation. Floating foundations consist of flat reinforced concrete slabs or mats or of
reinforced concrete tubs with walls turned up around the edge of the mat to create a larger volume.

If these buildings do not have basements in cold climates, insulated concrete or masonry frost walls are placed

under all exterior nonbearing walls to keep frost from under the floor slabs. Reinforced concrete foundation walls for
basements must be carefully braced to resist lateral earth pressures. These walls may be built in excavations, poured into
wooden forms. Sometimes a wall is created by driving interlocking steel sheet piling into the ground, excavating on the
basement side, and pouring a concrete wall against it.
Deeper foundation walls can also be built by the slurry wall method, in which a linear series of closely spaced caisson-like
holes are successively drilled, filled with concrete, and allowed to harden, the spaces between are excavated by special
clamshell buckets and also filled with concrete. During the excavation and drilling operations the holes are filled with a
high-density liquid slurry which braces the excavation against collapse but still permits extraction of excavated material.
Finally, the basement is dug adjoining the wall, and the wall is braced against earth pressure.
